Together with the Croatian Red Cross and the Croatian Law Centre, UNHCR supports the Croatian Government in the develop-
ment of a fully functional asylum system, compatible with the existing asylum systems in the European Union.

UNHCR Croatia, together with UNDP, IOM and UNICEEF received 3 Million USD under the Millennium Development Goals Fund

to address the endemic social, economic and political exclusion of returnees, minorities, veterans and ec nically-disempowered
women to promote coexistence and the sustainable return of refugees. In 2009 and 2010, UNHCR will receive 834,110.00 USD.

Under the EU Instrument for Pre-accession Assistance (IPA) as part of regional project named Social Inclusion: Regional Support
to Marginalised Communities. UNHCR Croatia and their implementing partner, the Croatian Peoples Ombudsman provide legal
assistance to Roma populations in order to regularise their legal status in Croatia.
